Master Remixers EarthRise SoundSystem Get What They Deserve; Four-EP Remix Project Series Features Top Producers Re-Working EarthRise’s Funky, Diverse Original Recordings. On Expanding, they get the roots treatment from The Spy From Cairo, Maga Bo, Fr33dom People and DJ Drez
EarthRise SoundSystem, the duo of David ‘Duke Mushroom’ Schommer and Derek Beres, has mixed dozens of international music and electronic superstars in their eight years working together. Now the tables are turned as the third EP in The EarthRise SoundSystem Remix Project launches on Black Swan Sounds on February 26th.

True to EarthRise’s global vision, things get international on Expanding. New York City’s The Spy From Cairo kicks things off with his second contribution to the Remix Project. The man also known as Zeb injects a reggae vibe into “Rama,” one of EarthRise’s most popular tracks. Based on a popular Indian mantra dedicated to the hero of the Ramayana, Zeb’s signature Arabic dub creates a punchy, driving rhythm. His oud solo adds a layer of beauty in the bass-heavy echo chamber. 

Rio de Janeiro-based DJ and producer Maga Bo transforms the already upbeat “Shiva’s Dancehall” into a dancefloor crusher. Featuring Forro in the Dark vocalist Davi Vieira rapping in Portuguese and pioneering “yoga rapper” MC Yogi leading the chorus by paying homage to the deity Shiva, Bo’s percussion-driven beat is a certified throw-your-hands-in-the-air classic. Brazilian by beat, the siren blasts pay tribute to the track’s Jamaican dancehall roots.

From crushing to cruising, Ocean County producers Fr33dom People take the pop hip hop track “In Love,” featuring Black Swan Sounds’ own Srikalogy and the jazzy vocal stylings of Lucy Woodward, and create an old school funk dub. This four-minute gem is the kind of track you want to set on repeat, with a saxophone solo adding a new dimension to this grooving track. 

Speaking of jazz, Black Swan label mate DJ Drez closes Expanding with a gorgeous piano-centric piece that, like the other remixes on this EP, take the original track in a completely new direction. Drez’s take on “Massage My Mind” is a family affair, featuring the soulful voice of his wife and longtime collaborator, Marti Nikko, and the skillful touch of her father, Marty Williams, on piano. What begins downtempo and chill soon becomes a loving tribute to one of America’s great art forms, with Drez’s smooth beatmaking perfectly keeping time. 

Consistent with the rest of the EarthRise SoundSystem Remix Project releases, each EP includes instrumental versions of the mixes.

The final release in this series, Floating (coming in early spring), is a down- to midempo collection that includes dreamy versions from Bombay Dub Orchestra, Sonomad, and Black Swan’s Eccodek. This ambient, chillaxed collection will be the perfect wind down from this series of upbeat, driving EPs. 
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
